Painted Tree Swim and Racquet Association

Annual Meeting   February 3, 2009

This meeting was initially scheduled for January 20, 2009.  As a result of inclement weather it was rescheduled for Tuesday, February 3, 2009.  The meeting was held at Living Savior Church on Carmel Rd.  Notification signs were placed at all the entrances and notices were sent out to association members regarding the initial meeting and the change.  

Board Members in attendance:  Sandy Cort – President, Carole McGowen – V. President, Susan Ross – Secretary, Michelle Mattingly, Cindy Walker, Anna Mirarchi, John Homa.  Absent – Jody Silvers. 

33 association members were in attendance at the meeting.  

The meeting was called to order by Sandy Cort at 7:05 pm.

Introduction of Board Members

Michelle Mattingly presented an overview of the improvements and activities of the association in a power point presentation.  

All attending association members were given copies of the Profit & Loss Budget and a diagram of income / expense by month from January 2008 through December 2008.  Members also received the proposed budget for the 2009 operating season with the understanding that it has not yet been approved by the Association Board.  

Topics Discussion by attending association members:

Streetlights in Painted Tree subdivision.  Anna updated members regarding her contacts with the city.  The city will complete a lighting plan for the Painted Tree subdivision.  As a result of the existing lighting in Stoneybrook, Painted Tree must comply with the type of streetlights that are already installed throughout Stoneybrook.  Several attempts have been made over the years to install streetlights in the Painted Tree subdivision however association members have “voted down” past attempts. 

Traffic control.  Anna updated members regarding traffic control devices.  After a survey of Painted Tree Rd., it did not meet the minimal requirement for traffic calming devices (speed bumps).  The city has noted that stop signs will be an option.  An additional speed survey will be completed by the city to determine the intersections that most warrant a stop sign.  The members in the associated area of the stop sign will be contacted by the city for approval.   The date for the additional survey and placement of signs has not yet been determined.  

Communication and contact.  Some association members expressed concerns about communication within the neighborhood.  The lack of knowledge regarding the website.  It was suggested that a sign be placed at the entrances with the web address to promote more effective communication.  Association members also want to address the issue of solicitation in the neighborhood with a sign at the entrances with a “no soliciting” notification. The board will address these issues at the next scheduled board meeting.  

Responsibility of Bumgardner Management Association.  An association member has attempted to make contact with the management company and received no response.  Sandy Cort – President of the neighborhood association will address this concern with the management company.  Liens on those properties with outstanding back dues were discussed.  Each lien costs the association $150.00, some liens have been initiated. 

Neighborhood Attractiveness.  Discussion of cars parked on lawns and streets, furniture on front porches and other “untidy” appearances.  Board encouraged association members to contact 311 with these concerns and to follow up with police to ensure that complaints have been addressed and / or cited.  Association members were also notified of the fencing suggestions of the neighborhood.  

Dues and association standing.  The increase in dues was discussed and found to be within the rights of the board and the current standards of our by-laws.  Association members were again informed that The Painted Tree Swim and Racquet Association is a homeowners association with all the rights therein.  This confirmation from the association attorney. 

Board nominations.  There are currently three board positions that are open.  Nominations were taken for a three-year commitment.  The following persons accepted nominations:  Sonya Lindley, Chuck Molesky, Amanda Muniz, Sandy Cort and Susan Ross.  E-mail nominations will be taken up to February 10, 2009.  Votes for new board members will be case via mail.  Bumgardner will send out nomination forms and will be present to verify the vote count.
